| Provisional Assessment of
Destruction and Damages
| Caused by the NATO
\Aggression

The NATO criminal aggression against the Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia represents the most flagrant vio-

lation of the Charter of the United Nations, a violation of

the Helsinki Final Act and OSCE Paris Charter, as well
as the undermining of the very foundations of the inter-
national legal order. At the same time, this aggression is
a erime against peace and humanity.

The Federal Republic of Yugoslavia has warned on
time the United Nations Security Council of a possible
aggression, and during the aggression itself it requested
it to be immediately halted and most strongly con-
demncd. Had these legitimate requests of the Federal Re-
public of Yugoslavia been mel, enormous human suffer-
ings and destruction would have been avoided.

The unprovoked brutal aggression of the North At-
lantic Alliance against the Federal Republic of Yugo-
slavia began on March 24, and ended on June 10, 1999,
During the seventy-nine days of the NATO aggression,
the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia was exposed to ex-
tensive civilian destruction, unprecedented in modemn
history of the world. The NATO systematically attacked
civilian targets throughout the territory of the FR of Yu-
goslavia — more than 200 cities and towns were bombed
— directly threatening the lives and fundamental human
rights of the entire Yugoslav population, _

In the aggression the most sophisticated aircrafts
were used, which dropped bombs from high altitudes,
and cruise missiles, which were launched {rom the dis-
tance of more than several thousand kilometers. About
1,200 airplanes were used, including 850 ﬁghler-pla_ncs,
26,289 sorties were carried out, about 10,000 guided
cruise missiles were launched and about 2,900 bombs
and missiles dropped. In 2,300 attacks on 99_5 targets
about 21,700 tons of most p_owcrﬁ.il explosive were
dropped — including 152 containers with 335.450 cluster
bombs which are prohibited um_:ler international conven-
tions. The greatest number of air raids were in the wider
area of Pristina (374), Prizren (232), 'Beograd (212),
UroZevac (205), Pakovica (190), Kraljevo and UZice
(145 per town), Novi Sad (114), ete.

The attacks on the electric power system (hydro-
electric and thermoelectric power plants, power stations,
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long-distance power line systems, etc.) with graphite,
cluster and highly destructive thermovisual bombs dis-
rupted the supply of power and water which aggravated
the living conditions of people throughout the country.
This has most seriously affected hospitals in which the
living conditions and even the lives of patients, women
in labour, newly born babies and the elderly were placed
in a great jeopardy. By bringing about such destruction
the aggressor brutally disregarded the needs of the most
vulnerable segments of the population who required
unhindered daily medical care and treatment.

Three million children have been directly endan-
gered by indiscriminate aerial bombardment of urban
and rural residential areas while hundreds of them have
been killed or wounded. Also, almost 250,000 children-
refugees from former Yugoslav republics Croatia and
Bosnia-Herzegovina, who have found safe heaven in
the FR of Yugoslavia, have once again been exposed to
the horrors of war.

During this, eleven weeks long, brutal aggression of
the NATO alliance against the FR of Yugoslavia, 462
members of the Yugoslav Army and 114 members of
the Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Serbia
lost their lives while defending their motherland.

Continuous, highly intensive, bombing of villages
and towns in the southern Serbian province of Kosovo
and Metohija has produced within a few days a huma-
nitarian catastrophe, of such immense proportion, never
before seen in the region of the Balkans, Nearly eight
hundred thousand civilians — predominantly women,
children, elderly and weak individuals — were forced to
flee from Kosovo and Metohija in fear of aggressor
bombs, while another two hundred thousand found shel-
ter in §umadija, Vojvodina and other regions of the Re-
public of Serbia,

NATO strikes have also caused an environmental
catastrophe, which has endangered not only the FR of
Yugoslavia, but also neighboring countries and the en-
tire European continent. A fter NATQ barbaric assaults
on facilities of the chemical and petro-chemical indus-
tries, millions of citizens have been exposed to poiso-
nous gasses. Water, soil and forests have also been
badly contaminated, thus disrupting the environmental
balance. All this will have lasting consequences on the
health of the entire population and the environment not
only in Yugoslavia, but also in the region as a whole,
Furthermore, repeated bombings of tourist centers and
national parks have endangered natural reservations
and sancluaries,

The International Union for the Conservation of
Nature and European environment protection institu-
tions and nongovernmental organizations have been in-
formed of this threat.



Continuous indiscriminate bombing of civilian tar-
gets in the FR of Yugoslavia exposed the real nature of
the aggressors who attacked even refugees and huma-
nitarian convoys. Particularly tragic was the fate of eth-
nic Albanian refugees, bombed by NATO on their way
back home (Pakovica-Prizren road, April 14, 1999), as
well as the Serbs expelled from Croatia and Bosnia-
Herzegovina who had found shelter in a refugee camp
situated in Pakovica (April 21, 1999). The Greek hu-
manitarian convoy was attacked in the immediate vici-
nity of the town of Uro8evac (May 5, 1999), as well as
the Romanian convoy near the village of Mijatovac
(May 8, 1999). The movement of trucks, which were
visibly marked, transporting humanitarian aid were
announced in advance. All these attacks are only a par-
tial illustration of the crimes committed by NATO
against the civilian population in the Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia,

By bombing refugees and humanilarian convoys,
NATO aggressors committed yet another crime on a
very long list of crimes against humanity that they had
already committed in the territory of the FR Yugoslavia.

An assassinalion attempt on the President of the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia on April 22, 1999 rep-
resents an organized terrorist act without precedent in
the history of modern Europe. This is not only a crime
against a Head of a sovereign State, but primarily an at-
tack on the democratically expressed will of a people
and, thus, against the foundations of the democratic va-
lues of the civilization. This attack also has a symbolic
meaning as if the targets had been the homes of all
Yugoslav citizens. 1t is incomprehensible that the United
Nations Security Council has remained silent and failed
to condemn this terrorist act or the killings of civilians
and children.

Due to total destruction of industrial facilities throu-
ghout the country, more than 600,000 workers have be-
come jobless. Consequently, almost 2.5 million citizens
have remained with no means to sustain minimal living
conditions.

Overall material damage is enormous. Preliminary
estimates indicate that barbaric air strikes of the NATO
alliance against industrial, commercial and civil facili-
ties and infrastructure throughout the territory of the FR
of Yugoslavia have incurred damages over 100 billion
dollars.

Downwards are listed only some of the most illu-
strative and distinctive examples.

I. CIVILIAN CASUALTIES

Several thousand civilians were killed and more
than 6,000 sustained serious injuries, while a large num-
ber of them will remain crippled for life.
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Children make up to 30% of all casualties, as well as
40% of the total number of the injured, while 10% of all
Yugoslav children (approximately 300,000) have suffered
severe psychological traumas. For the most part, children
have been victims of the sprinkle cluster bombs with de-
layed effect.

What follows are the most tragic instances of civilian
casualties and suffering as a result of the aggression of the
NATO alliance on the FR of Yugoslavia:

Surdulica:

— inan attack on a peaceful provincial town 20 civilians
were killed, including 12 children, and over 100
wounded of which 24 critically (4/27/99);

— 20 civilians were killed and 88 injured in the attack on
a Retirement Home and a Sanatorium (5/31/99);

— in an attack on a refugee camp in which Serb refugees
from the Republika Srpska Krajina (Croatia) were ac-
commodated 10 refugees were killed (including 6 chil-
dren) and 16 were wounded (4/21/99);

Korisa:

— 87 civilians were killed and over 70 injured in NATO
attack on a convoy of ethnic Albanian refugees return-
ing to their homes (5/14/99);

Dakovica:

— Dakovica-Prizren road: in the attack on two ethnic
Albanian refugee convoys, with four cruise missiles,
75 civilians were killed (among them 19 children) and
100 wounded, of whom 26 critically (4/14/99);

Grdelica Gorge:

— inthe attack on an international passenger train 35 pas-
sengers were killed, including one child, and |6 woun-
ded (4/12/99);

Luzane village:

— 60 passengers were killed and 13 injured in an attack
on a road bridge during which a passenger bus "Nisex-
pres" on the Pristina-Podujevo route was hit; at the
same time a first aid doctor was injured during a con-
seculive attack on the bridge in which an ambulance,
while giving help to the injured, was destroyed
(5/1/99);

Istok:

— 100 inmates killed and 200 injured in several attacks,
on consecutive days, on the Istok Penitentiary (5/19-
24/99);

Varvarin:

— 24 civilians were killed and 74 wounded in the attack
on a road on a busy market day (5/30/99);

Belgrade:

— suburb of Batajnica: a three-year-old girl Milica Raki¢
was killed in the bathroom in her house, while five ci-
vilians were wounded (4/17/99);

- in the attack on the Radio Television of Serbia office
building, 16 employees were killed and 19 wounded
(4/23/99);
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— in the attack on governmental buildings, commercial
facilities and housing blocks in central Belgrade 3
civilians were killed and 38 wounded (4/30/99);

— 4 civilians (3 patients and a carctaker) have been
killed and several injured in the attack on the hospital
"Dr. Dragisa MiSovi¢" (5/20/99);

Nis:

— at least 16 civilians were killed and more than 80 in-
Jjured in repeated attacks on housing flats, commercial
premises and administrative buildings in central Ni§
(4/19/99, 5/7/99 and 5/12/99) during which NATO
planes dropped cluster bombs;

Savine Vode:

— 20 civilians were killed and 43 injured, out of which
24 sustained severe injuries, in an attack on a "Bako-
vica prevoz" passenger bus on the Pe¢-Kula-RoZaje
route (5/3-4/99);

Aleksinac:

— 12 civilians were killed (among them two children)
and more than 40 wounded in an attack on housing
blocks, commercial premises and administrative buil-
dings in downtown Aleksinac (4/5/99);

Kursumlija:

~ 13 dead (among them 9 children) and 25 wounded
civilians in an attack on housing blocks, commercial
premises and administrative buildings in central
Kursumlija (4/27/99);

Novi Pazar:

— 13 civilians were killed and 35 wounded in an attack
on the residential area in the center of the town during
which 25 buildings were completely destroyed
(5/31/99);

Nogovac village:

— 11 civilians were killed and 5 wounded in an attack on
the village (4/2/99);

Pristina:

— 10 civilians were killed and 8 wounded in an attack
on housing blocks, commercial premises and admi-
nistrative buildings in downtown Pritina (4/7/99);

Srbica village:

— 10 civilians were killed, 7 of them were children, du-
ring an attack with cluster bombs upon this village;

Murino village:

— 6 civilians, of whom two children, were killed and 8
injured in an attack on a road bridge in this village pre-
dominantly inhabited by Serbs (4/30/99);

Merdare:

— 5 civilians were killed, including an 11-month old
baby, and several wounded when 8 containers, hol-

ding 1,920 cluster bombs, were dropped in an attack
on the regional road Prokuplje-Pristina (4/10/99);

Doganovici:

—  5ethnic Albanian children were killed and two wounded

when they stumnbled upon an unexploded cluster bomb
in an open [ield (4/27/99);

— 4 civilians were killed and 19 wounded in an attack on
the Agricultural Complex "Mladost" and transport com-
pany "Kosmet prevoz" (5/19/99);

— 3 civilians were killed (including 2 children) and 3

"Crvena zastava”, while another 160.000 were left job-
less in affiliated companies throughout Yugoslavia

Kraljevo:

— inattacks upon civilian targets in Vitanovac, Zare and
Bogutovac, wider Kraljevo area, 14 civilians were wou-

- Kraljevo-Godatica regional road: in an attack on a pas-
senger bus eight passengers were wounded, of whom
four sustained heavy injuries (4/30/99);

Novi Sad:

— one civilian was killed and 45 injured in attacks on the
Oil Refinery in Novi Sad during which residential su-
burbs Detelinara (5/6/99) and Sangaj (6/7/99) were hit;

Trstenik:

— in the attack on a bridge one civilian was killed and 17
injured (4/30/99);

Vladi¢in Han:

— 2 civilians were killed and 5 wounded in an attack on
a road bridge on the river Juzna Morava (5/11/99);

Radoste village:

— 2 children were killed and one wounded in a NATO
cluster bomb attack on this peaceful village near Ora-
hovac (5/25/99);

— | civilian was killed and 14 injured in the attack on the
central residential area of the town (over 800 housing
units were demolished during attacks on 4/8 and
5/29/99);

- one civilian was killed and 3 injured (French phi-
losopher Danicl Schiffer, Times reporter Eve-Ann Pren-
tis and Corriere della Sera Renzo Cianfanelli) in an at-
tack on a foreign journalist convoy on the Prizren-Bre-
zovica road (5/31/99);

I1. PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS

In NATO air strikes against public institutions and
housing units in the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, thou-
sands of hospitals, health care centers, schools and hous-
ing units have been destroyed or damaged. For instance, in
Leskovac, a town in the south of Serbia, more than 3,000
public buildings and housing units were either destroyed
or damaged, while in the northern Serbian province of Vo-
jvodina at least 3,650 public institutions and housing units
met the same fate.

Furthermore, residential areas on the outskirts of Bel-
grade (Rakovica, Batajnica, Kijevo-KneZevac, Boréa), as
well as in Pantevo, Novi Sad, Aleksinac, Kraljevo, Priti-
na, Kosovska Mitrovica, Prizren, UroSevac, Pakovica, ete.
were under perpetual attacks.

1) Hospitals and Health-care Institutions

NATO strikes seriously damaged many clinical and
hospital centers. NATO attacks did not cause only materi-
al damage to property (destruction of buildings and expen-
sive medical equipment), but also provoked new health
problems and intensified psychological traumas among the
sick, especially chronic and the terminally ill patients.

The entire territory of the FR of Yugoslavia and
Kosovo and Metohija in particular, is a treasury of Euro-
pean culture and civilization since ancient times.
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_By violating all international conventions on the pro-
tection of cultural and historical heritage and art, NATO de-
stroyed or damaged, during its two month long bombing,
more than 365 monasteries, churches and other religious
shrines, as well as other cultural and historic monuments of
exceptional cultural and civilisational value, some of them
under UNESCO protection.

V. MEDIA AND TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The destruction of more than ten private radio and tel-
evision stations and over 50 TV transmitters and relay sta-
tions represents the most brutal aggression against freedom
of speech and thought, and is a disgrace at the threshold of
a third millennium,

The production center of the Radio and Television of
Serbia, in Belgrade, was bombed at the time of live broad-
casting (4/23/99) when 16 employees were brutally killed
while 19 sustained severe injuries. The building of the
RTV of Novi Sad which was bombed on several occasions
was leveled to the ground.

Two times in six days the studios and transmitters lo-
cated at the business center "Us¢e", which housed TV sta-
tions: BK TV, Pink, Ko$ava and SOS Channel, as well as
several other radio stations, were bombed. The building
was totally demolished.

The aim of these crimes is more than obvious: sup-
pression of the right to a different opinion and suppression
of truth. Clearly, the intention of NATO aggressors was to
prevent the world public from learning about the cxtent of
their crimes and to impose their perception and interpre-
tation of the aggression.

V. TRAFFIC AND COMMUNICATION LINKS

The road and railway network of the FR of Yugo-
slavia, especially road and rail bridges suffered extensive
destruction and damage which will necessitate substantial
investments for their reconstruction or repair. On the pre-
text of "neutralizing the military power of the Federal Re-
public of Yugoslavia", the NATO aggressor started sys-
tematic destruction of Yugoslav road and rail traffic routes:
bridges, major and local roads, airports, railway tracks,
railway and bus stations.

Great number of civilians lost their lives in NATO at-
tacks on passenger lrains (e.g. 55 passengers in the Grdel-
ica Gorge on April 12) and buses (e.g. 65 passengers on a
road bridge near LuZani on May [, 1999).

All demolished facilities were part of costly capital in-
vestments, into which the resources and the efforts of sev-
eral generations of Yugoslav citizens were pooled. All the
facilities arc a strategic part of the European traffic infra-
structure, and some of them are of historical and cultural
importance (e.g. "The Wailing Bridge" in Novi Sad, on
which the Fascists killed several thousand Jews in the Sec-
ond World War).

By the destruction of the bridges on the Danube river,
including those at the strategic European E-75 corridor, the
aggressors have blocked the entire river navigation at this

traffic artery of the greatest importance for European
economy and the shortest link between the Northern and
Mediterranean Sea (The Rhine-Mein-Danube route).

VI. INDUSTRIAL, COMMERCIAL AND
AGRICULTURAL FACILITIES

Great material damage was made in NATO air strikes
against industrial, commercial and agricultural facilities
throughout the territory of the Federal Republic of Yu-
goslavia. Great number of factories and entire industrial
branches of vital importance for the population have been
destroyed.

A drastic example is the destruction of the Yugoslav
petrochemical industry, which has caused serious conse-
quences on the environment.

At a meeting of President Slobodan MiloSevi¢ and
the highest State officials, it was assessed that the mas-
sacre of Serbian farmers, women and children in the vil-
lage of Staro Gradsko, is a direct result of impermissible
non-compliance of the UN Civilian Mission and KFOR
with the UN Resolution and the Military-Technical
Agreement. KFOR and the UN Mission bare the full and
undivided responsibility for this hideous crime. Any ver-
bal condemnations of these crimes are not acceptable to
the citizens of the FR of Yugoslavia. It is necessary to
effect the immediate arrest of criminal groups and to
fully fulfil the obligations by the security forces under
UN auspices, which are ensuring the security of Serbs
and other non-Albanian residents and fully implement
Security Council Resolutions and the Military-Techni-
cal Agreement. Delay in the disarmament of terrorist
gangs by the security forces under UN auspices and fail-
ure to ensure full protection of all citizens of Kosovo,
even after six weeks since the UN took over the responsi-
bility to ensure security of the citizens of Kosovo and
Metohija, represents a crime against the civilian popula-
tion.

Overview of Terrorist and
'Other Acts of Violence in the
'Province of Kosovo and -
|Met0hija from June 2 to July
26, 1999

The Government of Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
has adressed on July 27, 1999 1o the UN the Memoran-
dum on the Implementaion of the United Nations Security
Council Resolution 1244 (1999) and related documents.
In 27 potnts of the Memorandum the Yugoslav Goverment
has documented its commitment to a peaceful settlement
of the situation in Kosove and Metohija and constant ac-
tions of the so-called "KLA" threatening the lives and
property of non-Albanian population in the Province. The
main points of the Memorandum are contained in the gov-
ernment document of Avgust 16, 1999, available on the
next pages XXVI-XXIX. Following is the text of the Amnex
to the Memorandum, i.e. an overview of terrorist and oth-
er acts of violence committed in the Province of Kosovo
and Metohija from June 12 to July 26, 1999, according to
available anel aceessible information provided by the
Peace and Tolerance Center in Pristina.

B. The Charges

1. Planning and Executing the Dismemberment,
Segregation and Impoverishment of Yugoslavia.
The United States, Germany, NATO and other de-

fendants engaged in a course of conduct beginning in,
or before 1991 intended to break the Federal Republic
of Yugoslavia into many parts, segregate different eth-
nic, religious and other groups among and within new-
ly balkanized borders, weaken the Slav, Serb, Muslim
and other populations by causing and prolonging inter-
nal violence and by direct assaults by the United States
and certain NATO members. As a consequence Yu-
goslavia, which had 25 million people in an integrated
society and economy, is now comprised of many small
nations, the largest of which is Serbia. Defendants in-
tend to divide Yugoslavia until all parts of Yugoslavia
have fewer than 5 million people, each to be over-
whelmingly of a single ethnic origin and religion, to
have severely impaired economies largely dominated
by foreign interests, in which two groups, Orthodox
Christian Serbs and Muslims suffer severest casualties,
most extensive property damage, a vast reduction of
productivity now down by three-quarters or more, and a
generation of impoverishment.

2. Inflicting, Inciting and Enhancing Vio-
lence between Muslims and Slavs.

The United States and other defendants engaged in a
course of conduct beginning in or before 1991, to cause
Muslims and Orthodox Christian Slavs to engage in pro-
tracted fratricidal violence, in wars of attrition, similar to
conflicts in Afghanistan and Chechnya between Muslims
and Russian Slavs, which caused death, destruction and
division in Bosnia, Kosovo and elsewhere between the
groups and dangerous frictions and enmity between two
major enemies of the U.S., Slavic peoples and Muslims,
in other regions, weakening both. Tactics included both
providing and depriving select Muslim groups of arms to
attack others, or adequately defend themselves in Bosnia;
motivating, training and supplying KLA with arms to at-
tack Yugoslav police and military to seize conirol of
Kosovo during NATO occupation and attack Serbs and
others; preventing outside efforts to prevent and control
the violence; committing, causing and condoning vio-
lence against persons displaced by U.S. and NATO
bombing campaigns, and by KLA and Yugoslav police
and military ground actions; causing and supporting
clashes between Yugoslav military/police/civilian
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groups and KLA/paramilitary/civilian groups: condon-
ing and failing to prevent assaults on displaced persons
returning to and persons remained in Kosovo, both be-
fore and after the occupation of Kosovo. In 1999, the
U.S. caused the largest numbers of deaths, injuries and
destruction by aerial and missile assaults against all el-
ements in the population and its life support systems.

3. Preventing and Disrupting Efforts to Maintain

or other efforts within Yugoslavia, or by other nations,
leaders, or individuals to prevent the accomplishment of
its intended purposes. Its techniques included political,
military and economic threats and control of highly pub-
licized peace negotiations much like those at Dayton,
Ohio, during the Bosnia struggle, at Rambouillet,
France, in 1999, which created an appearance of carnest
peace negotiations, but offered Yugoslavia only two
choices, agree to foreign military occupation, or expect
a devastating military assault.

4. Destroying the Peace-Making Role of the

The United States acted and coerced other nations
to act to block the United Nations from performing its
duties under the UN Charter to prevent conflict, control
violence and maintain peace in Yugoslavia in violation of
the Charter of the UN and threatening its viabilily as a
international institution capable of maintaining peace
and ending the scourge of war.

The United States acted and coerced other nations
to act to cause NATO to authorize direct military as-
saults on Yugoslavia in violation of the UN Charter and
the North Atlantic Treaty relying overwhelmingly on
U.S. weaponry and military technology and to cause
NATO members to provide and finance the majority of
the military forces to occupy Kosovo for the foresecable
future thereby employing the wealth and power of the
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rich former colonial powers of Europe against the poor
and defenseless people of Yugoslavia.

6. Killing and Injuring a Defenseless Population
throughout Yugoslavia.

Beginning on, or before March 24, 1999, the United
States, without a declaration of war by the Congress, aided
and abetted by certain NATO members, including the
United Kingdom, Germany, Turkey, Spain and the Neth-
erlands, as well as Hungary, Croatia, Italy and others,
commenced a war of missile and aerial bombing assaults,
often indiscriminate in its targeting, against the populations
of Yugoslavia, intentionally killing and injuring many
thousands of Serbs, Albanians, Romas, Muslims, Ortho-
dox Christians, Roman Catholics, foreign nationals
throughout Yugoslavia with malice aforethought.

Beginning on, or before March 24, 1999, the United
States, aided and abetted by certain NATO members, in-
cluding United Kingdom, Germany, Turkey, Spain and
the Netherlands and others including Croatia, Hungary
and ltaly, commenced a systematic missile and aerial
bombing assault on resources, properties and economic,
social, cultural, medical, diplomatic and religious facili-
tics intentionally destroying and damaging them through-
out Yugoslavia to crush the productive, economic, social,
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cultural, diplomatic and religious viability of the whole
society.

Beginning on or before March 24, 1999, the United
States, aided and abetted by others, for the specific pur-
pose of depriving the population of Yugoslavia of food,
water, electric power, food production, medicines, med-
ical care and other essentials to their survival, engaged in
the systematic destruction and damage by missiles and
aerial bombardment of food production and storage facil-
ities, drinking water and irrigation works for agriculture,
fertilizer, insecticide, pharmaceutical, hospitals and
health care facilities, among other objects essential to hu-
man survival.

The United States attacked chemical plants and stor-
age facilities, petroleum and natural gas refining, pro-
cessing and storage facilities, fertilizer plants and other
facilities and locations for the specific purpose of releas-
ing and scattering toxic, radioactive and other dangerous
substances and forces into the atmosphere, soil, ground
water and food chain to poison the environment and in-
jure the population.

The United States used prohibited weapons capable
of mass destruction and inflicting indiscriminate death and
suffering against the population of all Yugoslavia. Despite
knowledge of its deadly long-term effect on life and warn-
ings of the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission, the U.S.
attacked Yugoslavia with depleted uranium missiles,
bombs and bullets. These depleted uranium weapons
spread radioactive matter into the atmosphere, soil, ground
water, food chain and solid objects, placing the Yugoslav
population at risk of death, genetic damage, cancers, tu-
mors, leukemia and other injuries for generations. Cluster
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bombs were used extensively, spraying deadly razor sharp
metal shards over wide areas against hospitals, churches,
mosques, schools, apartment developments and other
heavily populated places inflicting death, injury and prop-
erty damage. The use of other illegal weapons is under
continuing investigation.

12. Waging War on the Environment.

The United States aerial and missile assault inten-
tionally created a widespread, long-term and severe envi-
ronmental disasler in Yugoslavia. Air pollution from
overflights alone multiplied normal impurities in the at-
mosphere. Thousands of tons of explosives unleashed
enormous quantities of chemicals into the air, raised
clouds of dust and debris from places hit and started fires
that often raged for days. Chemical, petrochemical, oil
and gas refinery, storage and transmission facilities pur-
posely targeted in the vicinity of Belgrade, Novi Sad, Nis
and other major cities exposed huge populations to dan-
gerous and noxious pollution, Depleted uranium scattered
across Kosovo and the remainder of Serbia will threaten
life for generations.

13. Imposing Sanctions through the UN that

are a Genocidal Crime against Humanity to

Achieve Impoverishment and Debilitation of

the People of Yugoslavia.

The United States began an economic attack on Yu-
goslavia designed to break it up politically and tear it
down economically before 1989. It caused the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund (IMF) to use its strongest shock
therapy to attack Yugoslav productivity, add to its foreign
debt burden and exposc national wealth to foreign capital
by forcing removal of trade barriers and privatizing vital
public industry, commerce, utilities and facilities. In May
1991 U.S. Secretary of State Baker stopped all U.S. aid
programs to all six Yugoslav Republics and vetoed future
IMF credits, creating an enormous economic incentive
and powerful political argument for political opposition
to Belgrade to scparate other Republics from Serbia, The
U.S. forced UN sanctions against Yugoslavia, but re-
lieved Republics that seceded from Yugoslavia of sanc-
tions. Such sanctions devastated the entire economy of
Yugoslavia to the degree that a normal growth rate free of
U.S. coercion would require 30 years to return Yu-
goslavia to its 1989 levels of productivity. Per capita pro-
duction value for all six Republics of Yugoslavia in 1989
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was $6,220. Today for Serbia and Monlenegro, the re-
maining Republics of Yugoslavia, it is $1,510. Ninety
percent of all trade was among the six republics before
the break-up. All former republics have suffered econom-
ically, but Yugoslavia now, with barely 40% of its 1990
population, including Kosovo, has had a far greater de-
cline economically than the favored northern Republics
of Slovenia and Croatia, which are today more over-
whelmingly Roman Catholic than before their secession.
The sanctions against Yugoslavia continue and Serbia,
excluding Kosovo, is barred from receiving any planned
reparations and aid to rebuild from bomb damage and
economic attrition. The sanctions have had a far more
damaging effect on life, health, the economy and the
quality of life in Yugoslavia than the military assault, in-
creasing death rates, lowering life expectation, reducing
nutrition and health care and driving production down. As
in Iraq, and elsewhere, the sanctions are an cconomic
crime, a crime against humanity and genocide.

14. Creating an Illegal Ad-Hoc Criminal Tribunal to

Destroy and Demonize Serb Leadership.

The United States acting through defendant Made-
leine Albright coerced the UN Security Council to create
ad hoc criminal tribunals for Yugoslavia and Rwanda in
violation of the UN Charter to destroy and demonize en-
emy leaders in those two countries and threaten leaders
elsewhere. The UN Charter does not authorize creation of
criminal tribunals. The U.S. strongly opposes the Interna-
tional Criminal Tribunal treaty approved by 120 nations
at Rome in July 1998 and in the process of ratification by
nations now, because it does not intend to subject its lead-
ers or military forces to the jurisdiction of an independent
international Court and the rule of international law. By
targeting individual enemies in ad hoc courts and charg-
ing them with genocide, it achieves their isolation inter-
nationally, pressures their own countries to remove them
from power, corrupts and politicizes justice and uses the
appearance of neutral international law to adjudicate and
punish enemies as war criminals and establish itself as an
innocent champion of justice.

15. Using Controlled International Media to Creatc
Support for U.S. Assaults Anywhere and to De-
monize Yugoslavia, Slavs, Serbs and Muslims as
Genocidal Murderers.

The United States defendants have systematically
controlled, directed, manipulated, misinformed and res-
tricted press and media coverage concerning Yugoslavia
and the U.S. assaults on it to gain public support for the
massive bombardment of a defenseless Yugoslavia, inc-
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luding Kosovo, as had been done in Libya, Iraq, Afghani-
stan, Sudan and elsewhere. The international media has
supported and celebrated U.S. political goals of further
fragmentation of Yugoslavia and other areas, segregating
cach region; demonizing selected government officials,
other leaders, generals, military officers and soldiers as
genocidal murderers; controlling other nations by the
threat of popularly supported missile and air assaults and
crippling economic sanctions and stimulating acceptance
and support from the U.S. public for future operations
against other nations and to increasc military budgets to
support an expanding global role for U.S. military pre-
sence and control.

16. Establishing the Long-term Military

Occupation of Strategic Parts of Yugoslavia by

NATO Forces.

The United States has coerced defendant NATO
members and others to provide and support military oc-
cupation forces for the occupation of Kosovo, as it did in
Bosnia, in order to physically control key parts of Yugo-
slavia to enforce permanent separation and segregation of
States and peoples, to further injure the populations, to
create barriers to immigration from Asia Minor, Arab
states in the Middle East, North Africa, and former south-
ern republics of the USSR, and elsewhere; to provide a
buffer between Europe and the regions described by con-
trolling the territory of divided, segregated and impover-
ished Slavs, Serbs, Orthodox Christians, Albanians, and
others; to exploit the resources of the region; and to pre-
pare and condition NATO members for future participa-
tion against other nations.

UN Charter; NAT, Art. 1 Non Intervention Decl.

17. Attempting to Destroy the Sovereignty, Right to
Self-Determination, Democeracy and Culture of
the Slavic, Muslim, Christian and Other Peoples
of Yugoslavia.

The United States has attempted to destroy the sove-
reignty of Yugoslavia, the rights of its people to self-de-
termination, the democratic institutions it has developed
and its culture that defines the heritage, values and tradi-
tions of its people. The United States overthrew the dem-
ocratically elected Mossadegh administration in Iran in
1953, which it replaced with the Shah of Iran, who ruled
absolutely for 25 years; the democratically elected Arbenz
government of Guatemala, which was followed by 40
years of brutal governments; the democratically clected
Lumumba government of the Congo in 1962, which was
followed by the violent dictatorship of Mobutu Sese Seko
for 32 years; the democratically elected Allende govern-
ment of Chile, which promised health, education, social
and economic justice, which was replaced by a reign of
terror and military dictatorship under General Pinochet
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now sought by Spain and other nations for human rights
violations. Popularly clected leaders in Vietnam, Pakistan,
the Philippines, Panama, Haiti and elsewhere were re-
placed by U.S. surrogates. The U.S. has opposed, assault-
ed and blockaded Cuba and its people for 40 years. The
UN Gencral Assembly voted 155 to 2 to condemn the U.S.
for its blockade of Cuba in December 1998. The U.S. has
maintained repressive governments on five continents in
too many countries to name; all seeking to destroy the cul-
tures that define the people, their history, character, values,
arts, literature, music, with commercially exploitative
products having no substantive worth and one overriding
purpose — profits from the poor. A goal of U.S. policy is lo
entrench the belief that only one system works, capitalism,
that only one culture has value, that of the U.S. and west-
ern European, and that history will end with the global-
izalion of U.S. culture,
UDHR; ICCFPR; ICESCR.

18. The Purpose of the U.S. Actions Being to Domi-
nate, Control and Exploit Yugoslavia, Its People
and Its Resources.

The long term purpose of all the acts complained of
is to dominate, control and exploit the poor nations of the
world and the poor people of the U.S. and other rich
countries Lo further enrich and empower concentrations
of wealth and neutralize the whole population of poor,
overwhelmingly darker skinned people with fear, power-
lessness, poverty, bread and circus.

19. The Means of the U.S. Being Military Power
and Economic Coercion.

The United States with a near monopoly on nuclear
weapons, military aircraft, missiles, advanced armored
vehicles, firepower, equipment, and highly sophisticated
technology continuously expands _it_s physical power to
destroy, expending more on ils military power than the
rest of the UN Seccurity Council members combined. This
year, U.S. military expenditures will be near 300 billion
dollars. The demonized People's Republic of China will
spend 34 billion dollars, acquiring far less in destructive
power for each dollar. The U.S. sells more destructive
arms to other governments and groups seekmg_ to over-
throw governments than the rest of the arms selling coun-
trics combined. Often the intention is that they "kill each
other," a preferred means of achieving dom'mauoq‘ The
U.S. does not sell arms it cannot destroy without incur-
ring significant casualties. :.Fhel U.S. uses ils enormous
economic power to coerce foreign governments to com-

ly with its wishes, without rqgard to the interests of lhc
people of those foreign countries. The threat of economic
sanctions alone coerces countries to meet U.S. demands
contrary to their sovereignty and self-interest.

C. Relief Sought

l. Freedom for all Balkan peoples to form a federation
of their choice to provide political, civil, social, eco-
nomic and cultural independence and viability for all
the peoples of the region.

2. Comprehensive efforts to create mutual respect,
common interests and bonds of friendship among
and between Muslims, Slavs and all national, ethnic
and religious groups in the Balkans.

3. Strict prohibition on all forms of foreign interference
with or disruption of efforts to establish unity, peace
and stability in the Balkans.

4. Restoration of peace-making functions of the UN
and reform of the UN to make it cffective.

5. The abolition of NATO.

6. Full accountability by individuals and governments
for criminal and other wrongful military assaults and
economic injustice, including sanctions inflicted on
all the people of Yugoslavia, their lives, resources,
properties and environment to include criminal pros-
ecutions and reparations sufficient to place all the
population in the condition it would be in had it not
sulfered the wrongs inflicted on it, together with re-
sources with which to build a better future of the peo-
ples' choice.

7. Abolition of the illegal ad hoc international criminal
tribunal for Yugoslavia and reliance on a legal interna-
tional tribunal of worldwide non-discriminatory ju-
risdiction capable of equal justice under the law.

8. Providing adequate media access to inform the world of
the human destructiveness of the use of high technology
weapons by the U.S. against poor and defenseless peo-
ple and the practice of genocide by sanctions.

9. Removing all foreign troops from the Balkans at the
carliest feasible moment and U.S. troops from
NATO countries and clsewhere immediately.

A broader range of relief and reform may be found in
Chapter 12 of The Fire This Time. It is drawn from the ex-
periences and recommendations of the Commission of In-
quiry and the International War Crimes Tribunal, which
heard evidence in 20 countries concerning the assault on
Iraq in 1991, the conlinuing assaults on Iraq thereafter
and the genocidal sanctions that continue to this day.

Scope of the Inquiry

The Commission of Inquiry will focus on U.S. crim-
inal conduct, aided and abetted by NATO, because of the
dominant U.S. role in the military and other wrongful acts
against Yugoslavia. The U.S. did not incur a single casu-
alty to itself while causing thousands of deaths in Yu-
goslavia. The U.S. is also the focus because of the peril of
continuing U.S. conduct to all the people of Yugoslavia
and the risk of aerial and missile strikes against other na-
tions in view of its recidivist record.
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The Commission of Inquiry will seek and accept
evidence of criminal acts by any person or government,
related to the conflict, because it believes international
law must be applied uniformly. It believes that "victors
justice” is not law, but the extension of war by force of
the prevailing party. U.S. propaganda and international
media coverage demonized Yugoslavia, its leadership,
Serbs and Muslims to fit its purposes, but rarely noticed
the criminal destruction of Yugoslavia by U.S. acts as
set forth in this complaint,

Comprehensive efforts to gather and evaluate evi-
dence, objectively judge all the conduct that constitutes
crimes against peace, war crimes and crimes against hu-
manity and to present these facts for judgment to the
court of world opinion requires that any serious fair ef-
fort focus on the United States. The Commission of In-
quiry believes its focus on U.S. criminal acts is impor-
tant, proper, and the only way to bring the whole truth,
a balanced perspective and impartiality in application of
legal process to this great human tragedy.

Your Excellency,

With much regret, once again, I must express to you
serious concern of the Government of Yugoslavia re-
garding further deterioration in the security situation in
the Province of Kosovo and Metohija for all non-Alba-
nian citizens. To state it bluntly, ethnic cleansing of the
non-Albanian population has ominously increased by
various means: terrorist murders and kidnapping, rob-
bery, evictions from apartments and houses, planned
destruction of historic monuments and religious sites,
etc. All this is happening in the presence of KFOR and
UNMIK under the mandate of UN Security Council and
in viclation of the Resolution 1244 (1999).

The process of ethnic cleansing of non-Albanian
citizens in Kosovo and Metohija has been dramatic. In
this connection, let me recall that the non-Albanian
population, for instance, of Pristina which was 30,000,

does not now exceed 2,000 Serbs, Montenegrins and
other non-Albanians. I trust you would agree with me
that an effective end must be put to this profoundly dis-
turbing and unacceptable situation.

The Memorandum of the Government of the Fede-
ral Republic of Yugoslavia of July 27, 1999 concemning
the implementation of the Security Council Resolution
1244, as you know contains all the relevant facts and in-
formation in this regard. This represents a serious chal-
lenge to the faithful compliance with the paragraph 9 (c)
and (d) of the Resolution. For its part, the Federal Repu-
blic of Yugoslavia has fully and timely complied with its
own obligations and commitments and has every right to
except the KFOR and UNMIK fully comply with their
obligations under the UN mandate.

Therefore, it is imperative to reconsider attitudes
and practices of KFOR and UNMIK so far toward per-
petrators of such acts and guarantee in practice security
of all citizens in accordance with established mandate.
At the same tlime, it is indispensable to ensure condi-
tions for the free and safe return of all expelled non-Al-
banians.

Second, I would like once again, to address the
question of an agreement between the United Nations
and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia regarding the
United Nations' work in Kosovo and Metohija. After
over a month since the arrival of the UN Mission, both
its security and civilian components, it has become
quite apparent in everyday practice that the absence of
such an agreement causes problems. Notwithstanding
certain differences in approach to the issuc between
some members of the Security Council, it should be
clear to everyone that in view of the complexity and
sensitivity of the Mission's work, such an agrecment
would be in the interest of all. I am consequently appea-
ling to you to support this request and authorize your
Legal Office to begin urgently the discussions with the
Yugoslav representatives with a view to reaching a
common understanding on the general framework of
such an agreement and all the specific practical matters
it should cover.

Finally, let me raise the question of the post war re-
construction and development of Yugoslavia. [ have no-
ticed with great attention several statements, which you
have made recently on the subject. Your realistic broa-
der approach to this urgent matter is appreciated. May I,
tberef'ore, appeal to you to use both your moral and func-
tional authority to urge Member States and appropriate
international organizations to offer the Federal Republic
of Yugoslavia urgently needed assistance in reconstruc-
tion of the country.

Aldus opende
medewerker Thomas Deichmann zijn arti-
kel op 22 januari 1997 in De Groene Am-
sterdammer, waarin hij de bekende opna-
me van Bosnische moslims achter prikkel-
draad ontmaskerde als een vervalsing. Dat
wil zeggen: hij onthulde de manier waarop
die opname tot stand was gekomen en de
onheuse wijze waarop hij door de makers
(een filmploeg van de Britse maatschappij
ITN) en andere grote media werd mis-
bruikt om de Servische kampen in Bosnig
te vergelijken met de nazi-kampen.

Op welk punt de waarheid overging in
verdichtsel was niel precies vast te stellen.
Dat zal wel voor altijd onmogelijk zijn,
want met uitzondering van Deichmann zelf
hebben de betrokkenen herhaaldelijk hun
versie van de gebeurlenissen aangepast.
Maar Deichmann heell bewezen daf er een
overgang was: dat het betreffende kamp,
Trnopolje, een doorgangskamp was en geen
concentratickamp: dat niet de gefilmde
mannen achter prikkeldraad stonden, maar
de filmploeg van ITN.

Zij wa-
ren door de Servische leider Radovan Ka-
radzic persoonlijk uitgenodigd om de Ser-
vische kampen te bezoeken en hadden een
vrijgeleide gekregen. Er circulecrden hard-
nekkige geruchten dat de Serviérs er ver-
krachtings- en vernietigingskampen op na-
hielden. Karadzic dacht misschien dat zijn
uitnodiging de beste methode was om die
geruchten te ontzenuwen. Hel tegendecl
bleek het geval. Marshall schreel later in
een dagbladartikel dat haar meerderen op-
dracht hadden gegeven geen beelden naar
het hoofdkwartier terug te sturen voordat
zij bewijzen van hel bestaan van zulke
kampen hadden gevonden.

Hoe dan ook, op de dag van de bewuste
opname, 5 augustus 1992, was ﬁ:o_uw:n
geen concentratickamp. Het was een verza-
melplaats voor Bosnische moslims afkom-
stig uit andere kampen of verjaagd uit hun
huizen in de omgeving van Trnopolje. De
Britse Liberaal-Democratische leider Pad-
dy Ashdown, die het kamp cnkele dagen na
de 1TN-ploeg bezocht, beschreef in een ar-
tikel. in The Independent .:_u augustus
1992) hoe het kamp Enn:o:nnin” N.h
hebben zich hier verzameld omdat ze toch
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ergens naartoe moeten. Hun huizen zijn
verbrand en hun levens bedreigd. Moslim-
exlremisten zetten de mannen onder druk
om zich aan te sluiten bij de guerrilla’s, dus
zijn ze hierheen gekomen voor hun veilig-
heid. Maar in de laatste nachten is het
kamp overvallen door Servische extremis-
ten die hen slaan, beroven van het laatste
beetje wat ze hebben en, naar wordt be-
weerd, hun vrouwen verkrachten.

Natuurlijk was het een neder-
laag, maar zelfvoldaan merkte
Paul Rosenméller na afloop van
het GroenLinks-partijcongres op
dat hij uitspraken van de leden
natuurlijk niet, zoals Wim Kok
dat bij de PvdA placht te doen,
in de wind zal slaan. Het was een
wat gemakkelijke vithaal van
een teleurgestelde fractiechef.
Maar de vergelijking was veel-
zeggend. Dat Wim Kok, als lei-
der van de grootste regeringspar-
tij een motic over afschaffing
van de voor regeringspartner
VVD zo heilige hypothecekrente-
aftrek naast zich neerlegt, is im-
mers, hoe curieus ook, wel even
iets begrijpelijker dan wanneer
de fractievoorzitter van een op-
positiepartij een interne partijvi-
sic op de Navo afkeurt. Wim Kok
was premier toen hij zijn caprio-
len uithaalde, Paul Rosenmdller
is nog a'tijd slechts de fractic-
voOrzitier van ecii oppossiiepar-
tij - niet cens de grootste.

Op het congres, afgelopen za-
terdag in Zwolle, stond voor Ro-
senmoller een aantal gevoelige
en voor de toekomst bepalende
kwesties op de agenda. De stem-
gerechtigde leden moesten zich,
zoals te doen gebruikelijk, uit-
spreken over het functioneren
van de verschillende fracties.
Met name de Tweede-Kamer-
fractie lag sinds vorig jaar binnen
radicalere kringen in de partij
scherp onder vuur na de veelbe-
sproken steun voor de Navo-
bombardementen in de oorlog
om Kosovo. Tijdens de debatten
die de partij hierover vorig jaar
in cen Utrechtse discotheek be-
legde, liepen de gemoederen
hoog op.

De meeste landelijke afge-
vaardigden en de leden van het
partijbestuur betoonden zich op
de debatten in Utrecht vooral
GroenLinksers en hadden weinig
op met diegenen die zich in deze

EVP-, PPR- of CPN-idealen
verscholen.

Het leek een herhaling van
zetten. Toch werd het fractiebe-
leid met een bescheiden meer-
derheid goedgekeurd en kon
Paul Rosenmdller voor even op-
gelucht ademhalen. Anders was
het laat in de middag, toen over
het nieuwe Navo-standpunt van
de partij moest worden gestemd.
De variant die de voorkeur van
de fractie had, een hervormde
Navo als partner in een nieuw
Europees veiligheidssysteem,
legde het af tegen een iets radi-
calere visie die het bestaan van
de Navo wel erkent maar niet ac-
cepteert.

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NATO AIR STRIKES AGAINST YUGOSLAVIA AND INTERNATIONAL LAW

AND MORALITY

I
INTRODUCTION
I have divided my paper into three parts. In the first part | consider the arguments

advanced by NATO States and academics in support of the eleven weeks of air strikes
against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (FRY). These consist of a mix of legal, moral
and practical arguments which allegedly justify the use of force by NATO. It is my
contention that none of these arguments are persuasive, In the second part of my paper |
argue that the NATO powers were clearly in violation of international law and the
Charter of the United Nations and therefore incur responsibility for acts of omission and
commission for which the FRY has the right to compensation. The final part contains
some remarks by way of conclusion. It is perhaps worth clarifying at the very outset that
the burden of my paper is nor that there were no violations of human rights in Kosovo.
but merely that the NATO response was inappropriate and that it has seriously

undermined the authority and stability of the international legal system
11
NATO STRIKES VIOLATED INTERNATIONAL LAW AND MORALITY
The NATO aggression against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia has been

justified in the following ways: First. it is contended that the bombings did not violate
international law (SC 1999). Second, that while the NATO action was not in accordance
with international law, it was morally justified (Cassesse 1999, Franck 1999) Third. that
"the anti-interventionist regime has fallen out of sync with modem notions of justice" and
therefore the NATO action should not be judged by obsolete, albeit extant. rules of
international law (Glennon 1999: 2) Fourth. that in the absence of” NATO air strikes there
would have been large outflows of refugees threatening the peace and security of the
region. Fifih, that the NATOQO powers had exhausted all peaceful means of resolving the
Kosovo problem (Blair 1999, see alsa Havel 1999). Sixth, that the selectivity of NATO
action was justified for it may be argued that “prudence 1s not a bad guide to action some

degrce of selectivity is inevitable, and 1t is better to uphold basic principles selectively
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than ot at all’ (Roberts 1996: 20). Seventh, the NATO action ‘was largely POP
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(Glennon 1999: 2). Eighth, that the NATO air strikes did not violate the rules 0
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international humanitarian law, Ninth, that the NATO strikes achieved their s

objectives. Let us lodk, albeit briefly, at these arguments.
" The NATO strikes violated international law and UN Charter

There is no greater evidence of the unlawful nature of the NATO air strikes than
the fact that a large number of scholars who supported it concede that it was not in accord
with international law. Glennon, for example, accepts that the air strikes were
'not....technically legal under the old regime' (Glennon 1999: 2). That is to say, the
NATO acted 'international law notwithstanding' (1d). Likewise, Cassesse, Franck and
Hiatt concede that the action was unlawful even if it was moral (Cassesse 1999; Franck
1999, Hiatt 1999). It may be added that 'throughout the campaign, NATO offered no
legal justification for it' (Charney 1999).

On the other hand, several observers and scholars unhesitatingly condemned the
air strikes as being in violation of international law and the UN éhaner. For example,
cven as the air strikes were on, Carlson and Ramphal wrote that the NATO bombings
‘strike at the heart of the rule of international law and the authority of the United Nations’
(Carlson and Ramphal 1999, Mandelbaum 1999) Likewise, Hayden observed that 'the
"humanitarian intervention” in Kosovo has produced flagrant violations of international
law and the UN Charter by NATO countnies' (HHayden 1999; Chomsky 1999a). Others
have joined them since in contending that ‘assertions of legality require a leap of faith'

. (Chinkin 1999). Thus, according to Chamey, " indisputably, the NATO intervention
through its bombing campaign violated the United Nations Charter and international law'
(Charney 1999). That the NATO action violated the principles of non-use of force and
non-intervention can hardly be denied, ingenuous interpretations notwithstanding. It may
be recalled here thar in the Nicaragua case the International Court of Justice (ICJ) had
directly considered the relationship between human rights and the violation of the
principle ot the use of force by the United States and had concluded that.'..__while the
United States might form its own appraisal of the situation as to the respect of human
rights in Nicaragua. the usc of force could not be the appranriate methnd 10 monitor or

ensure such respect' (1.C.J Reports 1986: para 268)




" lhe. debate in the Security Council the NATO countries advanced three
arguments to justify their action, all three unpersuasive (SC 1999; SC 1999a). First, that
such action was permitted by previous Security Council resolutions such as Res. 1199 of
23 September 1998 (SC 1999). This assertion was patently false as the concemned
resolution specifically stated that the Security Council would meet once again 'to
consider further aqlion and additional measures to maintain or restore peace and stability
in the region'. Second, that the relevant Security Council resolutions referred to Chapter
VIl and therefore the humanitarian intervention by NATO was legal. This argument
overlooks the fact (a point made by India in the course of the debate) that short of
enforcement action the Security Council has to abide by the Aricle 2 paragraph 7
injunction that it cannot ‘ntervene in matters essentially within the domestic jurisdiction
of states (SC 1999a). In other words, the article only excepts '‘the application of
enforcement measures under Chapter VII' which was not the case here. Third, that the
violation of human rights in Kosovo threatened the peace and security of the region
justifying the NATO achon (SC 1999). But in this case the obligations under Article 53
and 54 of the UN Charter were not mel. “There was no UN authorisation for the NATO air
strikes and the UN Sccurity Council was not kept informed in any way. In the words of
Charney, “because the Council neither authorized NATO's actions before they
commenced nor approved them subsequently in its resolution of June 10, 1999, their
legality remains questionable, at best’ (Charney 1999). Likewise, Mandelbaum points out
that the 'NATO acted without UN authorisation, impiying-eithcr that the Atlantic alliance
can disregard international law when it chooses--a precept unacceptable to nonmembers
of the alliance--or that any regional grouping may do so (giving. for example, the
Russian-dominated Commonwealth of Independent States the right to intervene in
Ukraine if it believes ethnic Russians there are being mistreated)--which is unacceptable
to NATO' (Mandelbaum 1999 6). It may be added that the NATQ action was also in
violation of its own charter. Article 5 of the Treaty of Washington provided that NATO
could resort to force only in the case of an armed attack against one or more of its

members. No such thing took place The air strikes also condemned NATO's own post

Cold War doctrine, caplured in the Rome Declaration (1991). that ‘the Alliance is purely




defensive in purpose: none of its weapons will ever be used excepl in self-defence, and it
does not consider itself to be anyone's adversary”.
The strikes were morally unjustified

But were the air strikes morally justified? In my view, the air strikes were not
morally justified for seven reasons. First, it caused more harm than it set out 0 prevent.
Hayden has pointed out that "the casualties among Serb civilians in the first three weeks
of the war [were] higher than all of the casualties on both sides in Kosovo in the threc
months that led up to th(e) war, and yet those three months were supposed to be a
humanitarian catastrophe.” (Sce also Mandelbaum 1999: Chomsky 1999a). All available
evidence also suggests that the air war precipitated a sharp escalation of atrocities (Id).
To put it differently, therc was no relationship of means to ends. In the words of Kaldor,
‘the Nato intervention did not save one Kosovo Albanian (Kaldor 1999). Likewise, the
United Nations 1ligh Commissioner for Refugees, whose office has over the past few
years criticized Northern donor states for substituting humanitarian for political action,
including in the case of Kosovo (Ogata $C 1999). had the following to say in the middle
of the NATO bombing.

it is not up to a humanitarian organization like my Office to suggest which
means to adopt to achieve such a solution. But | cannot avoid asking some
questions: can bombs dropped iom 15,000 feet resolve a house-to-house contlict
between communities that have lived together, separate but intertwined, for
hundreds of years”? And even if they could soon contribute to end the appalling
violence waged against civilians — and 1 hope they do — will the task of helping
people rebuild their shattered lives, and of helping communities live together
again, be any casier? .. Wouldn't it be better to adopt a more timely, and at the
same time more gradual, almost "stratified" approach, before reaching the point
when under public pressure, and usually facing a humanitarian catastrophe,
governments are obliged to resort to dangerous, costly. politically risky military
missions”* (Ogata 1999) '

Gecond, the air strikes against Yugoslavia violated the norm of non-sclectivity.
Commentators have noted that there were several situations around the world where
much more serious violations of human rights had taken place but the NATO had not
intervened. The case of Kurds in Turkey was has been repeatedly cited. as also the
violations in Sudan. Sierra Leone ete (Chomsky 1999a: Mandelbaum 1999) The former

US President Carter had pointedly observed that *formal commitments are being made in
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the Balkans, where white Europeans are involved, but no such concerted cfforts are being
made by leaders outside of Africa 1o resolve the disputes under way there. This failure
gives the strong impression of racism” (Carter 1999; sce also Mandclbaum 1999: 6)'.
Third, the record of NATO States over the last three centuries which have seen
colonial c-“Plﬂ‘llal‘lO.n succeeded by neo-colonial rule hardly equip them to mouth slogans
of justice, in particular to the peoples of the Third World. Incidentally, among the first
acts of reconstruction recommended by the donor states in Kosove has been to put in
place 'a healthy and predictable environment for plri\a'atc investment and, more broadly, an
accelerated process of transition to transform Kosovo into a market cconomy'. They have
called for the privatisation of state owned industry and invited its business communities
to look for investment opportunities (UN 1999b. World Bank 1999). NATO countries,
finally, continuc to impose economic sanctions against several countries with disastrous
offect. Economic sanctions, as Mueller and Mucller remind us in a recent article in the
prestigious /roreign Affairs, ‘may have conltribumd to more deaths during the post-Cold
War era than all weapons of mass destruction throughout history (Mucller and Mucller
1999: 43).
Peaceful means of resolving the dispute were not exhausted
Fourth. the NATO states did not exhaust the international law principle of
peacetul settlement of disputes. Indeed. alternative political paths to the bombings were
available but were deliberately excluded (Barutciski 1999: 8, Chomsky 1999a). Thus,
speaking of Rambouillet, Kissinger has observed that it 'was not a negotiation—as is
often claimed—Dbut an ultimatum” (Kissinger 1999 22). Other critics have pointed out
that, ‘the Rambouillet documents ... could not be acceptable to any state’ (Hayden 1999:
Tarig Ali 1999: 65) for it 'called for complete military occupation and political control of
Kosovo by Nato, and effective Nato military occupation of the rest of Yugoslavia at
Nato's will” and it is hard to imagine that any country would consider such terms, except
in the torm of unconditional surrender’ (Chomsky 1999b: | 1-12). Falk who calls for a
more nuanced analysis of the Kosovo “incident" in the pages of American Journal of

International Law is compelled to observe:

~a recourse to force should be clearly presented as the consequence of an energetic,
good faith attempt via flexible diplomacy to find a peaceful solution. The failure to
make this attempt severely compromises the normative status of the NATO initiative,




and does so regardless of the legal rationale selected to justify the a(_:iion, N{G\,TO'S
way of proceeding also weakens the argument for bypassing It_lc Umlcd_Naflons and
the restrictive constraints of international law. The United Nations was justifiably

criticized along the same lines for its apparent unwillingness to pursue flexible
diplomacy in the Persian Gulf crisis (Falk 1999).

The NATO forces violated international hlumanitall-ian laws

Fifth, since this was a war which was waged in the name of “humanitarianism™ it
was incumbent upon NATOQ to ensure that it did not violate the rules of international
humanitarian laws. To quote Falk once again:,

the NATO initiative was not a war in the conventional sense, but one based on a
claim of "humanitarian intervention." As such, it would scem subject to stricter
standards of constraint relative to the use of force, especially with regard to civilian
harm, and particularly in reference to the population that was being protected.
NATO's style of bombing after the first few days was to inflict heavy, deliberate
damage on civilian targets of a wide varicty, relying on mastery of the air, smart
weaponry, and a proclaimed intention to continue the bombing on an intensifying
scale until Belgrade "submitted” without conditions. The magnitude and effects of
such bombing are diflicult to reconcile with the humanitarian claims made by
NATO spokespersons (Falk 1999) '

Indeed, the NATO bombing of civilian targets. the wanton destruction of civilian
infrastructure and the environmental disasters resulted in clear violations of international
humanitarian laws In a contribution to the /mernational Herald ribune entitled
"Beware, the Geneva Conventions Are Under Fire", Yves Sandoz, the Director for
international law and communications of the ICRC raised the issue whether if one were
to concede that the cause for which NATO action was undertaken was legitimate, it freed
them from any obligation under irternational humanitarian law and went on to observe:

L.et it be said at once that such an approach is dangerous, and would annihilate all
the eflorts made to build up international humanitarian law... The body of law
endeavors precisely to ensure that cerntain clementary humanitarian rules are
respected during conflicts. which obviously implies that each side incurs the same
obligations Trying to release oneself from such an obligation would inevitably
mean a return to barbarity (Sandoz 1999)

Writing in the course of the NATO air strikes. former US President Carter noted that “the
destruction of civilian life has now become senseless and excessively brutal® (Carter 1999):

‘Instead of focusing on Serbian military forces missiles and bombs [were] concentrating on
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the destruction of bridges, railways, roads, electric power, and fuel and fresh water supplics

Serbian citizens report(ed) that they [were] living like cavemen, and their torment

increase(d) daily” (1d). Regis Debray confirmed this scenario afier his visit to the country

(Debray 1999). Even scholars who are not critical of NATO action admit the violation of

humanitarian laws (Roberts 1999. 115). Roberts also admits that 'a further difficulty arose

from the possible environmental effects of certain NATO actions, including the release of

chemicals resulting from certain air attacks, and the use of toxic materials (especially

depleted uranium) in weapons and quantities of unexploded ordnance which was a serious

hazard after the war' (1d).

Others have been harsher in their criticism. According to llayden, ‘the war

supposedly in defense of human rights has produced war crimes by NATO, and a civilian

casualty rate that is at lcast three time higher than the casualty ratc of the "intolerable”

violations of human rights that NATO was supposedly acting 10 correct” (Hayden 1999)

Another observer wrote that ‘in the more than two-month long Balkan war currently
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inderway, the illegality and criminality of NATQ's behavior is so obvious and so clear that

here is certainly something the ICTY can and should do in that respect’ (Shen 1999). The

culpability of NATO military and political leaders.in the 1CTY would scem particularly

clear since the Prosecutor of the Tribunal had in fact warned NATO that it 100 was bound by

the Geneva Conventions, and NGOs such as Human Rights Watch and the Lawyers

Committee for Human Rights had sent letters to NATOQ's secretary general expressing

concern about specific violations by NATO of international humanitarian law (Hiatt 1999).

Few initiatives in recent vears that have held greater attraction to the Northern

States, academics and NGOs than the setting up of tribunals to put on trial individuals

accused of war crimes. Therefore, it is surprising that the selective nature of these moves

to enforce international human rights and humanitarian laws have gone uncommented, in

particular the fact that selectivity has assumed a North-South dimension in the post-

colonial world. In instances where violence has been directed against less powerful

countries, the violation of the laws of war has generally becn iunored, as is evidenced by

the Vietnam and the Gulf Wars. and now Kosovo.

of

In the case of Vietnam, the ‘mainstream [Western] media attacked the legitimacy

* the Russell initiative, ignored its presentation of evidence (fully vindicated by
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subsequent inquiries frbﬁq many sources), and scomed, ils*-conc!usions' (Falk 1985: 496).
So much so that the; Russell War Crimes Tribunal ‘had difficulty finding a government
that wou_ld tolerate its presence' (Id; 500). In the case of.the Gulf War the Ramsay Clark
report réceived liitle.z&.'ltemicm which had inter alia noted that 'the bombing that has’
e:?:'occ:::fred through.out Iraq is the clearest violation of international law and norms for
armed conﬂictiincluding the Hague and Geneva Conventions and the Nuremberg
Charter. It is Gncivilized, brutal, racist by any moral standard' (Clarke 1991). But it
explains why the US is opposed to the permanent inlerné[ionai criminal court despite the
fact that itsistatute goes some way to meet its concerns. It compelled 7he Lconomist to

write and 1 quote:’ -

In tiie 1990s, the United States played the key role in setlmg, up tribunals to put on
trial individuals accused of war crimes and genocide in Rwanda and ex-
Yugoslavia. Yet, alone among its allies. it. now opposes the permanent
international criminal court ... primarily because it could not win an absolute

exemption for its own <old|crs And that attitude is nothing ncw: American
governments have seen the corpus of international law as a uscful device to
restrain or vilify other nations, while refusing to let it apply to their own'
There was no real interest in protecting the rights of Kosovars
. Sixth, the welfare of refugees leaving Kosovo._was of little concern to NATO
-»lau,a This is evidehced by the attitude toward Kosovar Albanian refugees in the months
prmr to the bombmu campaign. According to Human Rights Watch, in the first half of
1998, 'despite calls from UNHCR to halt dcponanons Germany and Switzerland
expelled more than a thousand rcjected asylum scckers to Kosovo ...under the terms of
readmission agreements with the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia® (Human Rights Watch

1999). Liule attention was also paid to the fact that the NATO bombing aftected ‘the

second largest refugee cascload in Europe’. These were the approximately 500,000 Serb

The approximately 500.000 Serb refugees from Croatia and Bosnia. many of
whom fled Croatia during “Operation Storm” in 1995, constitute the second
largést refugee cascload in Fumpc and their plieht should not be overshadowed
by the Kosovo crisis These refugees have the bamc rights and needs as ra.iubees
from Kosovo in Albania and Macedonia. and deserve similar levels of assistance
and commitment from the intemational community to identify urgent solutions 1o
their plight.

Seventh, there was little suppon for the NATO bombings in much of the Third
World. This despite the fact that Westem media showed utter cowardice, prejudice and
oversimplification on their reporting of the NATO air strikes (Said 1999a). The Chinese
people actively condemned the NATO action. In democratic India there was a consensus
across the political divide that the NATO airs strikes against Yugoslavia had little to do
with humanitarianism. One reason of course was the selective nature of the intervention
But | believe that the principal reason for the disbelicf was the record of the US and its
allics vis-a-vis Third World countries.

(Roberts 1999: 117). Incidentally, the agreement confirms suspicions that the
Rambouillet Accord was drafted in a manner to induce rejection. On the humanitarian
front, in the aftermath of the agreement a majority of Serbs residents of Kosovo had to

RESPONSIBILITY FOR NATO ACTIONS: COMPENSATION OWED
If'the NATO air strikes against Yugoslavia were in clear violation of

international law and the Charter of the United Nations then surely the NATO powers are
accountable to FRY for their acts of omission and commission For 'today one can regard
responsibility as a general principle of international law' (Brownlie 1990 433) 1t is
concerned with 'the incidence and consequences of'illegal acts, and particularly the
payment of compensation for loss caused' (Id). In its Order of June 2, 1999 in the ( ase
Concernmg Legality of the Use of FForce (Yugoslavia v, United States of America), the

1CJ observed.

...whether or not States accept the jurisdiction of the Count, they remain in any
event responsible for acts attributable to them that violate international law,

including humanitarian law; . (Paragraph 31)

Thus. for example. the NATO air strikes clearly violated the 1977 Protocol Additional to
the Geneva Conventions of 12 August 1949, and relating to the Protection of Victims of
International Norms of International Armed Conflicts (Protacol ). All NATO States

other thanFrance. Turkey and the United States have ratified it. Article 9] of Protocol |

provides:
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’; party to the t':onﬂict which violates the provisions of the Conventions of this
rotoco_l shall, if the case demands, be liable to compensation. It shall be
responsible for all acts committed by persons forming part of its armed forces.

There is little doubt that in this case there is legitimate demand for compensation for all
{he harm caused to civilians and damage to civilian infrastructure, as well as long-term
and serious damage to the environment.

There are several precedents in recent years of countries which have committed
apgression being required (o compensate the victims of aggression. Allow me to give four
examples from the resolutions adopted by the UN Security Council. On 31 March, 1976
the United Nations Security Council adopted Resolution SBS’?Iin which it miter alia
called upon 'the Government of South Africa to meet the just claims of the People’s
Republic of Angola for a full compensation of the damage and destruction inflicted on is
State and for the restoration of the equipment and materials which its invading forces
seized;...'. On 23 November 1979, the UN Security Council adopted Resolution $/455
which called upon South Africa to make 'payment of full and adequate compensation o
the Republic of Zambia by the responsible authorities for the damage to life and property
resulting from the acts of aggression, .. On 19 June 1981, the UN Security Council
adopted Resolution /487 which stated that "lrag 1 cntitled to appropriate redress for the
destruction it has suffered, responsibility tor which has been acknowledged by Isracl.
Finally. on 29 October, 1990 the Securty Council Resolution S/Res/674, 20 which nier

alia read as follows:

8 Reminds lraq that under international faw 1018 liable for any loss, damage or
injury arising i regard to Kuwait and third Sates, and their nationals and
corporations, as a result of the invasion and illegal occupation of Kuwait by lIraq;

9 lnvites Stales 1o collect relevant information regarding their claims, and those of
their nationals and corporations, for restitution or financial compensation by Iraq
with a view 10 such arrangements as may be established in accordance with
international law?. . (Emphasis added)

In a later resolution S/Res/687/ of April 8 1991 it stated:

16.Reaffirms that 1raq. without prejudice to the debts and obligations of Iraq
arising prior (0 2 August 1090, which will be addressed through the normal
mechanisms, /8 liable under international law for any direct loss. damage,
including environmental damage and the depletion of natural resources, or ijury
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10_foreign Governments, nationals and corporations, as a result of Iraq's unlasful
tnvasion and occupation of Kuwait,

17.Decides that all Iraqi statements made since 2 August 1990 repudiating its
foreign debt are null and void, and demands that Iraq adhere scrupulously to all of
its obligations concerning servicing and repayment of its foreign deb;

18.Decides also to create a fund to pay compensation for claims that fall within
paragraph 16 above and to establish a Commission that will administer the fund;

19.Directs the Secretary-General to develop and present to the Security Council

for decision, no later than thirty days following the adoption of the present

resolution, recommendations for the fund to meet the requirement for the payment

of claims established in accordance with paragraph 18 above and for a programme

to implement the decisions in paragraphs 16, 17 and 18 above, including

administration of the fund,. .
By Res. 692 of 20 May 1991 the Security Council decided to establish the Fund and
Commission referred to in paragraph 18 of resolution 687 (1991). These resolutions of
the Security Council appear to establish the rule that a State is liable under international
law 1 pay compensation for direct loss, damage, including environmental damage, as a
result of unlawful acts of omission and commission. The NATQO air strikes were clearly
in violation of international law and the Charter of the United Nations Therefore, the
NATO member countries are under an internation sh s oobiosi o sitsaie FRY
for loss and damages to it

CONCLUSION

In lieu of the blatant violation of international law and the Charter of the United
Nations in launching weeks of air strikes against Yugoslavia, it is time that the
humanitarian community pondered over the essence of new humanitarianism and the
role of military interventions to protect human rights 1 have argued elsewhere that
hmanitarianism is the weology of f.rqs,rm."rm.‘c' states i the era of globalization marked
by the end of the Cold War and a growing North-South divide (Chimni 2000: 2). It
manipulates the language of human rights to legitimize a range of dubious practices.
including its selective defense. In the case of Kosovo ‘the extent of the human rights

violations in Kosovo prior to the withdrawal of the OSCE's observer force was not

massive and widespread' (Charney 1999). In the circumstances, the NATO states should




have pursued a peaceful solution to the problem of human rights violations. Among other
things, international law has established a range of mechanisms to deal with human
rights concerns. And as the 1CJ pointed out in the Nicaragua case, ' _.where human rights
are protected by international conventions that protection takes the form of such
arrangements for monitoring or ensuring respect for human rights as are provided for in
the conventions themselves ...'( 1.C.J. Reports 1986 para 267) What however motivated
the NATO powers was not the human rights of the citizens of Yugoslavia but the need o
renew and reposition NATO and to affirm the hegemony of NATO powers.

Roberts has therefore rghtly called the NATO action 'a questionable model of
humanitarian intervention' (Roberts 1999: 120) It is a questionable model not because
there were no violations of human rights in Kosovo. There surcly were. It is a dubious
model because it encourages and endorses action contrary to cstablished rules of
international law and the Charter of the United Nations. In the casc of NATO air strikes,
the principle of peaceful means of settlement of disputes was clearly not exhausted. On
the other hand, the NATO action contravened in the most fundamental way the
principles of non-use of force, sovereignty and non-intervention It also did not have
appropriate UN authorization Neither were the air strikes morally justified Indeed. they
ended up doing greater harm than they prevented. ‘In sum', in the words of Falk. ‘the
NATO initiative on behall o Kosovo offers us a badly flawed precedent for evaluating
future claims to undertake humanitarian intervention without proper UN authorization'
(Falk. 1999). For, among other things. ‘it leaves the door open for hegemaonic states (o
use i‘uréc for purposes clearly incompatible with ‘ternational law' (Charney 1999)

To conclude, there is little doubt that the unlawtul NATO air strikes have
seriously undermined the authority and integrity of the international legal system For the
NATO air strikes showed that while the West expects others to play by the rules of’

‘nternational taw it does not itself expect to be constrained by them. As Chinkin points

out. 'the Kosovo intervention shows that the West continues to script international law,

even while it ignores the constitutional safeguards of the ‘nternational legal order

(Chinkin 1999) This does not bode well for sustaining the rule of law in the international

system.

LAPPENDEKEN

De noordelijke provincie, de Vojvodina met
grote Hongaarse, Kroatische en Roemeense
minderheden, is een etnische lappendeken.
Tot 1918 behoorde het vruchtbare landbouw-
gebied toe aan Oostenrijk-Hongarije. Het
centrum van Pancevo, twintig kilometer bo-
ven Belgrado, ademt met z'n zachtgezic en
roze gebouwen in Midden-Europese stijl nog
helemaal de sfeer van het oude keizerrijk. Op
een bankje in de schaduw verkopen een oude
Hongaarse vrouw cn een bont geklede zigeu-
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nerin zonnebloempitten voor een paar cent
perzakje. ‘Tk heb vijf dochters. Allemaal heb-
ben ze een Serviér getrouwd,’ zegt de 76-ja-
rige Hongaarse Czernik Katica, waarmee ze
een idee van de verregaande integratie van
veel Hongaren in de Servische samenleving
wil geven,

Maar zoals overal in het land zet de schurij-
nende armoede — en voeg daarbij de destruc-
tie van vitale voorzieningen door de NAVO-
bombardementen — de multi-etnische cultuur
onder druk.

Voomamelijk vanwege de
voortdurende economische Crisis
eist een aantal politieke grocperin-
gen in de relatief welvarende Voj-
vodina autonomie.

(SDA), werden veel moslims uit de Sandzak
lid. De SDA-afdeling in Novi Pazar staat be-
kend als de meest radicale van de hele partij.

Novi Pazar is een van die zuidelijke Bal-
kansteden waar het oude en het nieuwe zicht-
baar strijden om de voorrang. Groepjes jonge
meisjes met lange jurken en hoofddoekjes la-
ten zien hoezeer de conservatieve stroming in
de islam er oprukt. De meesten van hun leef-
tijdgenoten doen echter hun best er zo westers
mogelijk vit te zien, islam of geen islam.

De SDA-leider is dr. Ferzia Muric. Hij is
lid van het Servische parlement en ex-burge-
meester van Novi Pazar.

Enkele tienduizenden moslims uit de
Sandzak hebben vanaf 1990 Servié verlaten.
De meesten vertrokken naar Bosnié om in de
milities van Izetbegovic mee te vechten voor
een islamitische staat op de Balkan. Anderen
gingen naar Kosovo of Turkije. Angst voor de
Servische politie was een van de motieven
achter de emigratie, maar een belangrijker
drijfveer was waarschijnlijk de onwil om ge-
mobiliseerd te worden in een leger dat moge-
lijk tegen geloofsgenoten zou vechten.

De SDA en andere moslimorganisaties in
de Sandzak gaan zelfs zo ver dat ze stellen dat
het ‘biologische voortbestaan’ van de mos-
lims in gevaar is, zo staat te lezen in een docu-
ment getiteld Memorandum over autonomie
van juli 1999. Hun officiéle politicke doel is
de omvorming van de Sandzak tot een repu-
bliek met een eigen grondwet, een eigen bui-
tenlandse politiek en ‘speciale relaties” met
Bosnié-Herzegovina, Pessimisten vrezen dat
het in de regio tot een gewelddadige uitbar-
sting zal komen.

Tape of NATO strike on train shown at three times normal speed

WASHINGTON, Jan 6 (AFP) -

A videotape of a US missile hitting a commuter train on a railroad
bridge in Serbia last April was inadvertently shown to the public at
three times normal speed, a Pentagon spokesman confirmed Thursday.
"There was never any intent to deceive or mislead," said Air Force
Lieutenant Colonel Vic Warzinski.

The April 12 attack, which destroyed the train and killed at least 14
civilians, was one of the most dramatic cases of "collateral damage" of
the 11l-week NATO air war.

Op een gruwelijke manier maakte de NAVO dit waar voor Sanja, voor de
driejarige Milica Rakic, en vele anderen in Joegoslavié: nu ook dood, of invalide voor het leven.

De oorlog
kostte duizenden burgerdoden, honderdduizenden viuchtelingen, en verwoestte economie en milieu. De
NAVO-bommen wisten tractoren met viuchtelingen beter te raken dan Joegoslavische tanks (slechts
14, volgens de VS luchtmacht). Sinds juni vorig jaar zijn NAVO troepen, ook Nederlanders, in
Kosovo. Zij schenden de VN-resolutie, die vrede zou moeten brengen. Geweld van de NAVO-
bondgenoten, het UCK, kostte meer dan duizend doden en 300.000 vluchtelingen: niet-Albanezen en
Albanezen, die een andere mening dan het UCK hebben. De moskee van de Roma (“zigeuners™) van
Kosovska Mitrovica-Zuid werd, met de imam en andere mensen er in, in brand gestoken; samen met
ruim 1500 Roma-huizen in die wijk. In slechts 5% van hun vroegere huizen in Kosovo wonen nog
Roma. Tegen geen enkele Roma loopt een aanklacht wegens gewelddaden tegen K osovo-Albanezen.
Alle joden zijn uit Kosovo verdreven; evenals tienduizenden Turken, Bosnische moslims, enz.
Zo’n negentig Servisch-Orthodoxe kerken, vaak van grote cultuurhistorische waarde, zijn verwoest.
Ook honderden scholen. Leerlingen in Joegoslavié krijgen nu vaak les, terwijl de storm door het
schooldak naar binnen komt; terwijl verwarming en waterleiding nog niet gerepareerd zijn.

According to an unpublished report prepared for the
European Commission, radioactive air pollution has been
detected in some areas of Yugoslavia due to uranium-tipped
shells used by U.S. warplanes during the Kosovo war. The
report, prepared by the Regional Environmental Centre for
Central and Eastern Europe, describes the depleted uranium in
the anti-tank shells as "perhaps the most dangerous" of the

cancer-causing and toxic substances released during the
bombing.

Depleted uranium (DU) is a by-product of the enrichment
of uranium for military and civilian uses. It is 1.7 times
denser than lead and ideally suited for armour piercing
weapons. U.S. military regulations require protective clo-
thing and masks to be worn when handling such ammunition, but
the real danger comes when the weapons hit their target. As
the shells explode, they burn and release a radioactive
aerosol of uranium oxide. This settles in the dust or is
suspended in the air or carried by wind. If inhaled, it
penetrates the lung tissue, enters the blood stream and
stores in the liver, kidney and bones, irradiating all the
delicate tissues.

More than 850,000 of the weapons were reportedly used
during the 1991 Gulf War, leaving as much as 40 tons of
radioactive dust in Irag and Kuwait. It has been alleged by
some U.S. and British groups that exposure to this dust may
be a cause of so-called Gulf War Syndrome, an unexplained
illness suffered by some Gulf War veterans and which is
marked by chronic fatique, weight loss and defects in chil-
dren born subsequently. Doctors in Iraq also claim the radio-
active dust has caused an increase in stillbirths, birth
defects, leukemia and other cancers in children born in

southern Iraq since 1991.

Russia first alleged that NATO was using DU shells in the
Kosovo war at the beginning of April after enhanced radiation
levels were detected in the atmosphere and on the ground in
Serbia. Alliance officials initially rejected Russia’s clainm,
put after stonewalling for almost a month, the Pentagon
finally confirmed that DU weapons were being used, although
it tried to play down the potential hazards.

A UN team of experts is studying the environmental conse-
quences of the Kosovo war, including the possible effects of
depleted uranium weapons. Its report will not be ready until
Septembgr, but a confidential preliminary report described DU
ammunition as "very dangerous and harmful." Meanwhile, tens
of thousands of peacekeepers and civilian aid workers, inclu-
ding many Canadians, are deployed throughout Kosovo and may
already have been exposed to the harmful radioactive dust
left behind by NATO’s bombs.

Of course, the Canadian government is right to try to
find out what happened to our peacekeepers in Croatia six
years ago. But it also has a duty to find out what may be
happening to our troops and civilian personnel now serving in
Kosovo. A thorough investigation needs to be undertaken
without delay to determine whether there is an increased
health risk in Kosovo and, if so, what steps will be taken to
minimize the threat to Canadians on duty there. It simply
isn’t good enough to wait for others to do the job, or to try
to find out what happened six years down the road when Cana-

and commercial facilities and housing units. In the Leskovac
region alone, over 3,500 industrial facilities and housing units were either
destroyed or damaged, while in the northern Serbian province of Vojvodina
more than 3,650 housing units as well as at least 82
commercial enterprises have been damaged or destroyed.

The devastation of NATO forces was particularly manifested in
Pristina, Novi Sad, Aleksinac, Djakovica, Prokuplje, Gracanica, Cuprija, etc.
